At the Teacher’s 
Corner you can take your 
time and browse through 
the materials before you 
buy, get advice from knowl-
edgeable clerks and not 
pay shipping.  Your support 
will be appreciated. 

Most of the families regis-
tered with Daniel 1 did so 
because someone recom-
mended us to them.  We 
appreciate your support 
whenever you tell someone 
else about our school; word 
of mouth is our best adver-
tising.  We hope you rec-
ommend us because you 
have received professional, 
courteous service from our 

staff. If you know of some-
one who is displeased with 
Daniel 1, please encourage 
them to contact me so we 
can work out any problems. 

We have some families 
who enroll their children 
with another school until 
they enter the high school 
grades at which time they 
enroll only that student with 
Daniel 1 because of the 
services we offer for high 
schoolers.  While we are 
grateful that you enroll 
even that student, we wish 
you would consider enroll-
ing all your students with 
us.  I don’t mean to sound 
ungrateful but Daniel 1 
needs your support if we 
are to continue serving 
homeschoolers. 

Here at Daniel 1 we try to 
meet the different needs of 
our member families.  
Some need curriculum 
guidance, help choosing 
high school subjects, vari-
ous types of testing, and 
sometimes just someone to 
sit down and listen to their 
concerns.  Other families 
just need us to be their 
legal covering so they can 
homeschool.  I have often 
said there are two ways to 
homeschool.  The first is 
with confidence because 
you have done your home-
work, read books, catalogs 
and other information.  You 
have attended workshops, 
curriculum fairs, confer-
ences; talked to veteran 
homeschoolers and Daniel 
1 staff to get answers to 
questions.  You become a 
well-informed homeschool 
family that’s charting a 
course.  The second way is 
to hope you are doing the 
right thing.  This family 
takes the word of someone 
else, relies on second hand 
knowledge rather than read 
and prepare for 
homeschooling them-
selves.  They never attend 

workshops or call Daniel 1 
and ask questions.  The 
decision is yours whether 
you choose the way that 
brings you peace or anxi-
ety.  The Daniel 1 staff 
would rather answer your 
questions at the beginning 
than to have to fix prob-
lems that occur after the 
fact.  We are here to help 
you with your homeschool-
ing needs; to help you get it 
right the first time. 

One of the most recent 
changes we have made is 
to move a member of our 
staff, Karen McCarroll, into 
the records department full 
time.  She is working with 
your students’ records, 
making sure everything is 
in order.  She is available 
when you have questions 
about record-keeping, high 
school credits and tran-
scripts. 

Our website is serving us 
well and we are trying to 
keep it up-to-date.  There 
are many families that print 
off enrollment packets and 
other related materials.  
We get e-mails daily from 
families asking questions 
or needing something.  We 
have received hundreds of 
grade reports through our 
new online reporting form.  
A few families have told us 
they submitted grades but 
we did not receive them for 
some reason.  We will be 
sending e-mail confirma-
tions of grades received in 
the future.  Bear with us as 
we learn how to stay cur-
rent with all these com-
puter/internet services.  If 
you have problems with our 
website please let us know 
so we can try and fix it.

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While Daniel 1 Academy 
does serve the majority of 
our students through the 
Independent Homeschool 
Program, we do offer some 
programs that the state of 
Tennessee considers a form 
of private school instead of 
homeschool.  These pro-
grams offer families the guid-
ance and accountability of 
having an outside teacher 
oversee their child’s school 
work while still having all the 
advantages of educating 
their child at home. 

For families that live within a 
day’s driving distance from 
Cookeville, there is the Satel-
lite Program. (No satellite 
dish required.)  A student 
starting on this program will 
be evaluated by the teacher 
to determine his starting level 
in each subject.  The teacher 
will then design a curriculum 
plan for that student, laying 
out assignment deadlines for 
the school year.  The student 
takes home his first set of 
assignments for each subject 
and proceeds to study at 
home under the supervision 
of his parents.  Most assign-
ments take about 3 weeks to 
complete.  During that time if 
the student needs extra help 
that the parent is unable to 

give, he may make an ap-
pointment for one-on-one 
tutoring with a Daniel 1 
teacher who will help him 
learn the difficult material.  
When the student completes 
an assignment, he returns to 
Daniel 1 to have the teacher 
evaluate his work, test him 
over his knowledge gained 
and receive the next assign-
ment for that subject.  The 
parent’s main responsibility 
is to make sure the student is 
studying every day and stay-
ing on his schedule.  Parents 
may need to help the student 
with studying for quizzes and 
tests and will need to grade 
the quizzes with the 
teacher’s manual that is 
supplied.   

Daniel 1 offers a Correspon-
dence Program for those 
families who live too far from 
Cookeville or who would 
prefer to receive their stu-
dents assignments through 
the mail.  Students on this 
program are still individually 
evaluated, curriculum plans 
are made for the year and 
the first assignments are 
mailed to the student.  Stu-
dents needing help can email 
the teacher, talk by phone or 
come into the Academy for 
tutoring.  On this program 

parents will also give unit 
tests to the student but will 
mail those along with all the 
student’s work on that unit 
back to the teacher at Daniel 
1 who will evaluate every-
thing and send out new as-
signments. 

Both private school programs 
offered by Daniel 1 help 
parents who would like to 
homeschool but for various 
reasons cannot devote all 
the time needed to totally 
homeschool.  Parents who 
feel inadequate to teach 
specific subjects are grateful 
for the help from the teacher 
and many parents like having 
their student be accountable 
to someone other than them-
selves. 

For parents who want to 
homeschool on the Inde-
pendent Program but would 
like extra help on one or two 
subjects, both private school 
programs are available for 
just one or two subject.
