     Dinosaurs.  T-Rex.  Stegosaurs.  Tyran-
nosaurus.  I never liked them.   I wasn’t 
afraid of them; I just never understood 
what was so intriguing about them.  I espe-
cially didn’t like that every time I saw one 
of these creatures, I also saw when they 
were to have lived—”millions of years 
ago.”  Every time I read it, I didn’t know 
whether to laugh or scoff.  But then I vis-
ited the Creation Museum in Florence, 
Kentucky. 

     The museum was started by a man 
named Ken Ham and a friend of my Dad, 
Dr. Tommy Mitchell, is the head of special 
projects.  I wasn’t really thrilled to find out 
we were going to spend our mini-vacation 
walking around a huge room shaped in a 
circle with enormous statues of dinosaurs 
and plated facts about these creatures.  
But, boy, was I wrong!  The minute I 
stepped into the main room, I was im-
pressed.  There was a bookstore, a café, 
and a sign that read, “Your Journey Starts 
Here.”  The room was huge and had a few 
life-size people and dinosaur animatronics, 
fish, and glassed-in fossils.  But the best 
was yet to come.  The Platetarium was my 
favorite!!  In this theater you lay back and 

watched a movie on the ceiling.  Well, it 
was kind of like a movie.  It showed how 
far the earth is from other planets and 
stars and how big and small the Milky Way 
is compared to many galaxies.  I was 
breath-taken.  Next we walked through a 
two and a half hour inside trail where they 
began with the Bible.  They based the 
entire trail on “The Seven C’s” which were 
“Creation, Corruption, Catastrophe, Confu-
sion, Christ, Cross and Consummation.”  
There was a funny clip called “Men in 
White” where two modernly-dressed an-
gels (Gabe and Mike) presented Wendy 
(she was one of the animatronic people 
used in the museum) with facts and proof 
that the earth could be six thousand years 
old, but not six million. 

     The whole thing was incredible.  That 
morning, before we went in, Dr. Mitchell 
told us it truly was amazing.  “We wanted 
to give the Lord our best,” he said.  Of 
course, I didn’t truly believe that any 
“dinosaur museum” could be that great.  
But, then again, I had been wrong in the 
past and I was certainly wrong this time!  
My parents had told me it was a Bible-
based museum where they presented 

facts that the earth was around six thousand 
years old which I was happy about.  I just 
wasn’t expecting any thrilling museum ad-
venture while learning about dinosaurs.  My 
perspective changed immediately when I 
entered the room, and my respect grew as 
the day wore on.  It was incredible, magnifi-
cent, and...TRUE!!!

(Did you learn anything that might 
make me ask that question?) 

     While you are folding the peace cranes, you might prac-
tice a few Japanese words that you learned in your re-
search.

     Following this method, you might do some pierced tin-
work when studying Greece, an Impressionist chalk picture 
when studying France or do some beadwork while studying 
an African nation.
